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The Emory University School of Medicine is seeking volunteers for a research study that will look at the effect of changes in salt intake and diuretics on blood pressure and fluid balance in persons with Pendred Syndrome, as determined by genetic analysis. Subjects must be 18-50 years of age and cannot have kidney, ear, heart, or lung disease.  Subjects cannot be diabetic and cannot have high blood pressure that requires medication.  Subjects must be able to comply with the dietary protocol of the study.  Subjects will be given a diet with a low or a high NaCl content.  In addition, they will get an infusion of saline by vein over 4 hours and will be given a diuretic by mouth.  Blood samples will be drawn 2-3 times daily.  Urine samples will be collected continuously throughout the study. The study will be conducted at Emory University Hospital in Atlanta, Georgia, U.S.A. for 3 days.  Compensation of $400.00 in addition to costs associated with travel, medical tests, physician services and medications associated with the study are included.
